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1.   What are the Standards & Benchmarks covered in this lesson?

The lesson is aligned with the content standards of the Michigan Curriculum 

Framework.  No more than two benchmarks are presented as the intended learning outcomes for the lesson.  Current notation of the Standards & Benchmarks will be used.

2.  What teaching/learning activities will be observed and what methods will be 

     used?

A.  Instructional Resources used:

The instructional resources for a lesson are selected from those listed for the unit of study within which the lesson is taught.  The list might include a portion of a textbook, a story, a video, a computer software program, a CD ROM, an Internet Web site, a sand table, costumes, a microscope, a script or musical score, manipulatives, photos, maps, an atlas, homemade teacher produced materials, etc..

B.   Key concepts:

The key concept is the central idea of the unit-one the teacher intends the students to understand and use for a lifetime.  Construction of an understanding of this concept by students is a major learning priority of the lesson.  Key concept examples include: natural resources, culture, nonviolence, natural selection, voice, estimation, satire, congruence, religious liberty, equilibrium price, genetic inheritance, positive integers,

molecular structure, solar system, soft ‘g’, number families, etc.

C.  Sequence of Activities:

The activities of teacher and student (what they actually do during the lesson, from beginning to end) are specified in their order of occurrence.  Each activity is numbered and described as a separation instructional step.  The instructional sequence is stated clearly and with sufficient detail to be followed by a teacher teaching the lesson for the first time. (Example: ITIP)

3.  How will the students be held accountable for the teaching/learning that will

     take place during this class period?

A.  Assessment:

The means used to gauge the extent that a student has reached the benchmark(s) of the lesson.  A lesson assessment briefly describes the task performed by students to demonstrate achievement and the criteria used to evaluate performance. (Example: collection and evaluation of samples done during the lesson, short ‘quiz’ upon conclusion of lesson, white boards held over head, journal response, rhythm echoed, gymnastic move demonstrated or explained, etc.)

B.  Application Beyond School:

This part of the lesson suggests ways that students can enhance their learning at home or other places outside of school.  The homework exercise involves practice of skills and application of knowledge.

C. Connections:

This links the lesson to units of study for other subject areas of the curriculum.  The linkage promotes integration across the curriculum.  (Example: A social studies lesson on the Middle East might be linked to and English unit containing literature from the same region, or a science & math lesson which includes graphing data.)
