	Disruptive Behavior:

This is any negative behavior  that  interrupts learning in the classroom.
	*Student calls home from their classroom.

*Student is sent to the RC to make a plan, when it is complete they may return. 


	*Student returns to RC and makes a call home to inform parents they are now on a 30 minute in school suspension and next offense means they will  be sent home.
	 *These behaviors could lead to suspension, expulsion and/or law enforcement involvement.



	Teasing and Mild Harassment:

This is repeated name-calling, insults, teasing,  or meaning to embarrass a fellow student,  after the teacher has tried to correct the behavior. 
	*Student calls home from their classroom.

*Student is sent to the RC to make a plan, when it is complete they may return. 


	*Student returns to RC and makes a call home to inform parents they are now on a 30 minute in school suspension and next offense means they will  be sent home.
	*These behaviors could lead to suspension, expulsion and/or law enforcement involvement. 



	Mild Physical/Verbal Contact/Harassment: 

This behavior can be hitting, pushing, shoving, deliberately destroying school property, bumping, throwing things, slapping, grabbing, and even play-fighting.  Harassment can mean racial, ethnic, or  in-appropriate name-calling or threats.
	*Student is sent to the RC and makes a call home to inform parents they are now on a 30 minute in school suspension and next offense means they will  be sent home.
	*These behaviors could lead to suspension, expulsion and/or law enforcement involvement.

	Severe Physical Contact or Inappropriate Misconduct:

This behavior can be punching, kicking, threatening, hitting, deliberately destroying school property, bumping, throwing things, or any other action that may injure others.  Inappropriate Misconduct can be exposing, their own private areas, or engaging in inappropriate touch with other students.


	*These behaviors could lead to suspension, expulsion and/or law enforcement involvement.
