Eligibility: must be graduating from a Michigan school, will attend a Michigan college or vocational training institute that grants a degree, certification or license.  See scholarship basket for more info. Deadline: 2-12-10

The Grand Traverse Area Retired School Personnel is sponsoring its annual scholarship competition.  Scholarships will be award in both academic and vocational areas.  The criteria to apply for the academic scholarship is a 3.5 GPA, an ACT composite score of 27, the student should have involvement in high school activities, and be planning to enroll in a college or university with the intention of getting a Bachelor's Degree.  The criteria for the vocational scholarship is a 2.5 GPA, be planning to enroll in a vocational program with a specific goal, and must provide some evidence of specific achievement within the chosen field.  Both scholarships have recommendation forms that must be filled out as well.  See the scholarship box for applications.  They are due February 26.
