2) Every student needs to be included in this theme and at least 2 positive things need to be written about each student in your project

For Example: Make a sunshine, each ray represents a child and 2 positive things that are said about them

3) You will have 2 weeks to finish this project and then there will be a 4th hour classroom competition for the 
BEST POSITIVE THEME. That class will receive an award and Jeremy, Swov, Becky, Kim or Leslie, and the cafeteria ladies will be the judges!
