Dear Parents:

As our Eighth Graders are quickly approaching high school and we look forward to that day, we need to make some adjustments to the work policies in the eighth grade.  We want you to know how important it is to prepare your child for what they will experience in high school.  We know they will have daily homework, will be expected to keep notebooks for each class, and will not be allowed to turn in homework or class work late for most classes.  To that end, these adjustments will begin, effective February 15, 2012:

· No Lunch Lab.  Students must keep track of what work they need to turn in and turn it in on time.

· Late Work Policy in effect for all classes.  1 day after date due loses 10%.  2 to 7 days after date due loses 40%.  After seven days it cannot be turned in.

· Students are responsible for collecting all work missed while absent.  One day absence equals one day grace.  Students are responsible for collecting all work needed.
· IF work is collected and left in the office per request, it is still due the first day the student returns or it is a zero.  Work WILL NOT be given before a trip or extended absence.
